Summary of CUFA Board Minutes, April 24, 2003
Stephanie van Hover, Secretary

The CUFA Board met on April 24, 2003 at the annual
conference of the American Educational Research
Association in Chicago, IL. Board members Michael
Berson, Tyrone Howard, Cinthia Salinas, Ellen Santora,
Cynthia Tyson, Stephanie van Hover, Sherry Field,
Elizabeth Yeager, Cheryl Bolick, John Hoge, Keith
Barton, Diana Hess, and Scott DeWitt were present.
Chair Michael Berson opened the meeting by asking
committees to present reports. Tyrone Howard discussed
the Diversity and Social Justice Committee’s plans to
implement a project that promotes social justice in the
host city, Chicago, of the annual NCSS Conference.
Other ideas were suggested, including asking researchers
and teachers to co-present research-based pedagogy that
teaches social justice. Cheryl Mason Bolick presented
the Technology Committee’s report, describing recent
activities at the annual conference of the Society for
Technology and Teacher Education. Scott DeWitt,
representing the Graduate Student SIG, explained that
membership continued to grow while the SIG
experienced a change in leadership. Cynthia Tyson,
Membership, stated that she continued to work at
developing a complete email list of all active CUFA
members. The Board brainstormed different approaches
to acquiring an accurate up-to-date list of email
addresses. Keith Barton explained that CUFA Elections
would be completely electronic this year, with frequent
reminders via email over the listserv. No by-law changes
would appear on the ballot. Diana Hess described the
progress toward developing a one-time
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special project for CUFA. Cinthia Salinas provided an
update and overview of the 2003 CUFA Program. John
Hoge presented a budget summary and Elizabeth Yeager
updated the board about future issues of Theory and
Research in Social Educatidallen Santora described
plans for the electronic CUFA newsletter, to be
published in the Fall of 2003. Sherry Field discussed
plans and progress towards organizing the 2004 CUFA
retreat to be held in Austin, Texas. Finally, Michael
Berson summarized the major points of discussion and
closed the meeting.

Treasurer's Report

Since the April 2002 Chicago AERA meeting | have
received the annual Statement of Activity for the College
and University Faculty Assembly from Arthur Ganta.
This statement covers the period from July 1, 2002 to
June 30, 2003. Our ending balance as of June 30, 2003
was $52,429.66. The total revenue reported on the
statement faxed to me on September 15, 2003 was listed
as $92,504.16.

Expenses for this year are as follows. We published four
issues of TRSE averaging approximately $4,500 per
issue, for a total of $18,001.46. The CUFA newsletter
expenses were $1,394.80. The cost of the annual
conference was $13,373.42. Elizabeth Yeager received
$4,000 for her service as the editor of TRSE. Other
expenses were: Travel Grant, $1,800; Email Listserv
creation $1,000; TRSE Digitization, $2,039; Board of
Director’s Dinner $726.06; Copy Charge Reimbursement
to Paul Robinson, $7.45; Donation to Social Justice,
$1,000 and the disbursement of Texas Instruments
Grants, reported as $54,000 in the faxed 9/15/2003
document.

The above figures indicate that we spent $4,837.81 more
than we took in last year, which reflects the Board’s
intent to use the large balance that we have been carrying
for worthwhile projects and causes. | note that | have
received a detailed General Ledger statement that shows
a complete list of our credits and debits. This report
allows us to determine, for example, the amount of
revenue that comes from regular memberships, student
memberships, and TRSE subscriptions. Arthur Ganta
has also informed me that | will be receiving an audit
report from Brown, Drakes, Wannall & Maxfield by the
middle of October. In summary, | believe that we have
achieved a level of transparency and accountability that

will help ensure the sound management of our
organization’s finances.

Fifth National Technology Leadership Summit

Digital Images in the Curriculum
National Gallery of Art, Washington, D.C.
September 17-18, 2003

CUFA board members Michael J. Berson, University of
South Florida, and Stephanie van Hover, University of
Virginia, attended the fifth National Technology
Leadership Summit (NTLS V) which addressed the topic
of digital images in the curriculum. The summit brings
together presidents of education associations, editors of
education journals, educational policy makers, and
corporate partners. The task of the summit is to identify
appropriate uses of digital images in each of the core
content areas - science, mathematics, English/language
arts, and social studies - and develop recommendations
and guidelines leading to their effective use.

In medieval times word and image were intertwined in
expensive illuminated manuscripts. Since the invention
of the printing press, the technology for manipulating
text has exceeded that for working with images.
Technological advances are now shifting this balance. In
2002, digital cameras outsold film cameras for the first
time. Digital cameras are everywhere and are sold at
prices readily falling within the reach of most schools.
However, the question of how core curriculum standards
can be advanced through images is crucial and must be
addressed before widespread use can occur in schools.

Working groups brought together at NTLS V to address
this question include teacher educators representing
professional associations in the core content areas,
journal editors, federal policy makers, educational
leaders, and corporate partners.

Expanding on the SA
between NCSS and T, this cooperative arrangement
with the College and University Faculty Assembly
(CUFA) of the NCSS fosters a valuable research base on
the effective and appropriate use of technology in the
social studies.

The objectives are:

» To obtain scientifically based research that
investigates the effect of T handheld technology on
teaching and learning in the social studies.

» To obtain scientifically based research exploring
efforts to disseminate pedagogic applications of
handheld technology into social studies pre-service
education.

The following three projects are our 2003 grant
recipients:

A K-University Partnership: Innovative Social Studies
Instruction with TI Handheld Technology

Abstract

The purposes of this research project include attempting
to enhance teaching and learning of social studies
through the use of TI handheld technology in K-
university social studies classrooms. In addition, it will
attempt to obtain scientifically based research that
investigates the effect of T handheld technology on (a)
teaching and learning in the social studies and (b)
pedagogic applications of Tl handheld technology in
social studies preservice education. Research and
pedagogy conducted during the project will be
disseminated through inservice workshops, journal
publications, conference presentations, and a website.

Using Tl Handheld Computers in Social Studies Pre-
Service Teacher Education

Abstract

In a society that is becoming increasingly dependent on
computer technology, it is essential that social studies
educators teach with and about the latest technology to

give their students “the knowledge, skills, and attitudes
required ... to be able to assume ‘the office of citizen’”
(NCSS, 1994, p. 3). Therefore, it seems only logical that
colleges of education across the country address the
importance of technology use in social studies by
preparing pre-service teachers to integrate technology in
their teaching. Unfortunately, research shows that while
many colleges and universities have acquired vast
amounts of computer hardware and software, they have
mostly neglected to train pre-service teachers how to use
technology appropriately in their curriculum (ETS, 1997;
NCATE, 1997). The goal of this project is to gather
initial information about: 1) how to effectively integrate
handheld technology (the T1-83 Plus) in pre-service
education; 2) how pre-service teachers use handheld
technology to enhance social studies learning; 3) how
this use relates to their beliefs about technology use,
social studies, and social studies teaching; and 4) how to
effectively disseminate this knowledge to aid teacher
training programs in their endeavors of technology
integration.

Data collection will take place during the 2003-2004
academic year, in the fall and spring Social Studies
methods courses, as well as the associated practicum and
student teaching assignments. The data sample will
include the Social Studies Methods instructor and the
students registered for these courses (N ~ 27). To answer
the first two research questions, data will be collected in
the form of observations of curriculum implementation,
as well as practice teaching by pre-service teachers in the
college classroom and in the secondary classrooms to
which they will be assigned for the year. In addition, a
variety of documents will be collected for analysis,
including the revised curriculum and support materials
for both Methods courses, student lesson plans, and
related artifacts. To answer the third research question,
surveys, interviews, and observations of the students and
teacher in the Social Studies Methods classes will be
employed. Data analysis will be primarily qualitative in
nature. Research findings will be disseminated in the
form of (but not necessarily limited to) conference
presentations, manuscripts for publication in both
practitioner (e.g. Social Education, Leading and
Learning with Technologyand research journals (e.g.
Theory and Research in Social Educatidournal of
Research on Computing Education, Journal of Teacher
Education, and online availability of lesson plans and
materials.

Design Experiment

Abstract

This research project is situated in a distributed and
technology-mediated learning environment where
participants will collaborate on the design and
implementation of an inquiry-based economics unit
framed by Teaching for Understandin@yViske, 1998)
and informed by an “issues centered” approach to social
studies (Evans & Saxe, 1996). Preservice and in-service
teachers, teacher educators, other university professors
and researchers, and consultants are the collaborators.
Integral to the design of the unit is the use of handheld
and wireless technologies, specifically T1-83 Silver
Edition handhelds, Tl Keyboard, Tl Navigator System,
and appropriate software and peripheral devices. This
study seeks to gather evidence and provide analysis that
will inform the field about the effectiveness and potential
of handheld technologies for social studies education.
Specifically, this study seeks to understand how high
school economics teachers use handheld technology,
how this use is related to their knowledge and beliefs
about technology, high school economics, and teaching
high school economics, as well as how these
technologies affect students’ learning of economics.

Project Directors' Updates on TI/ CUFA Projects

At Kent State University, Mark van st Hooft from the
Research Center for Educational Technology (RCET;
http://www.rcet.org/) and Alicia Crowe, an assistant
professor of social studies education in the College and
Graduate School of Education (http://educ.kent.edu),
have teamed up to investigate how pre-service teacher
education students can effectively integrate handheld
technology (the TI-83 Plus Silver Edition) to enhance
social studies learning.

The research is done in the SBC Ameritech Classroom,
http://www.kent.edu/rcet/sbc_ameritech_classroom.cfm,
which includes high-tech facilities and an accompanying
observation room. Data collection began in the Fall 2003
semester and is currently in full swing. The classes under
study include two Social Studies Methods courses, one at
the undergraduate and one at the Master’s level. Each
student has received a T1-83 Plus Silver Edition with
keyboard on loan for the fall and spring semesters.
During the student teaching phase, two pre-service
teachers will develop and teach a short unit that
integrates the T1 handheld technology.

It is difficult to say after a month of instruction exactly
what the results of this study will be, but so far
indications are that the outcomes will be positive. As one
student was quoted recently when asked what he had
learned so far: “I realize now that the TI-83 is not just a
calculator. It’s a computer.” For more information,
please contact Mark van ‘t Hooft (mvanthoo@kent.edu)
or Alicia Crowe (acrowe@kent.edu).

The K-University Partnership for Innovative Social
Studies Instruction with T1 Handheld Technology
teaching and research team is comprised of two National
Board Certified social studies teachers (Shari Gilbert of
Hillcrest High School in Tuscaloosa, Alabama and
Barbara Romey of Central High School, Phenix City,

Alabama) and two university faculty in social studies
education (Karen Riley, Auburn University-
Montgomery and Elizabeth K. Wilson, The University
of Alabama). Since receiving funding, the four
educators have met for a 2-day workshop and have
begun development of instructional and research
activities for the secondary and preservice classrooms.
During October, classroom and university educators will
collaborate in their classrooms to begin instructional and
research activities with the secondary and preservice
teachers.

Researchers and graduate students at the University of
Michigan and Eastern Michigan University and
teachers in several area school districts are conducting
collaborative research on questions designed to help
them better understand how high school students can
learn difficult concepts in economics using handheld
technologies. The project, “Using Handheld
Technologies and Lesson Study in High School
Economics: A School - University Collaborative Design
Experiment,” is situated in a distributed learning
environment (face-to-face and technology-mediated)
where participants will collaborate on the design and
implementation of an inquiry-based economics unit
grounded by an "issues-centered" approach to social
studies. Rodney Williams, a professor in the Learning
Technologies and Social Studies Education programs at
the University of Michigan is serving as Principal
Investigator on the project. Chris Quintana a professor
in the Learning Technologies Program, David Harris, a
professor in the Social Studies Education Program, and
Sherrie A. Kossoudiji, a professor in the Department of
Economics (all at the University of Michigan), and
Russell Olwell a professor in the History Department at
Eastern Michigan University are serving as Co-Principal
Investigators.

| received approximately 32 proposals (individual and
symposia) for the AERA Research in Social Studies
Education SIG. The proposals were assigned to 3
reviewers each (blind review). The reviews were due
back September 19. There have been intermittent glitches
with the AERA convention planner software, e.g. the site
has been "down" more than "up" making reviewer access
problematic. In addition, it appears that two proposals
did not upload correctly and that in "fixing" the site, two
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"disappeared." Authors were contacted for Word
documents and AERA taught me how to upload them
from the administrator's menu.

The software allows me to export the
completed reviews to an Excel table for compiling f data
and scheduling sessions. Following that | will notify
individuals of acceptance or rejection. | will be working
with Paulette Dilworth, the SIG Chair, to finalize the
program especially as regards the session for the business
meeting. AERA has target dates for all steps in the
process, and | plan to adhere to these dates as strictly as
possible.

Teaching American History Projects News

Last spring we provided general descriptions for many of
the Teaching American History Grant projects in which
CUFA members were involved. Some of those projects
were in their first year and others were in their second.
Over the past six months project "workers" have
deepened their involvement with teachers and are
producing some major research findings relative to the
professional development of teachers of American
history. Conference presentations and proposals as well
as research publications are beginning to reflect the
results of these efforts on teachers' instructional work and
student learning. The updates that follow are few and
generally self-selected; however they are indicative of
larger efforts to provide professional development in
American history education that are truly grounded in
social studies themes and understandings.

Bringing the Past to Life: Hillsborough County, Florida,

Bringing the Past to Liferings the University of South
Florida together with teachers from Hillsborough County
Public Schools. During the Summer 2003, forty teachers
learned how to integrate digital images into instruction
and subsequently used Canon digital cameras to capture
examples of community-based history across the state of
Florida. They are in the process of designing

Instructional scrapbooks for use in their American
history classrooms. The teachers also will be sharing
curricular ideas with each other for ongoing application
of digital cameras into their teaching.

The Gateway to the Citgroject is a collaboration
between the New York City Department of Education
Office of Social Studies and Multicultural Initiatives, the
offices of Brooklyn and Manhattan High Schools,
District 5 and 17, the Brooklyn Historical Society, and
Hofstra University. Its purpose is to enhance
multicultural document and activity based history
instruction in urban school districts as a model for
effective standards based teaching. The grades 4-11
student population involved in the project is from
underserved schools and communities intentionally
selected out of a commitment to promoting educational
equity and to helping prepare students and teachers in
these schools for leadership roles. Teachers are learning
to be curriculum writers and educational researchers so
they can shape instruction in the broader education
community. The involvement of this group of students
and teachers in the project reflects a commitment to
educational equity and also an effort to promote
demaocratic leadership.

The "Gateway to the City" project focuses on three
content areas, Technology, Immigration and Social
Change, that allow teachers and students to explore
seven social studies themes: change, diversity, identity,
justice, technology, human rights, and scarcity.

As part of the project, the Brooklyn Historical Society
museum educators provide document rich historical
material and involve students and teachers in exploring
the museums and resources of the city. Hofstra teacher
education faculty meet regularly with teachers "on-site"
to develop curriculum and enhance teaching about the
impact of Industrialization on New York and the United
States. They also support teachers as they strive to define
their classroom goals and learn how to assess and
enhance their classroom practice. In addition, Hofstra
University hosted the "Gateway to the City" conference
during August, 2002 and the 2003 conference was held at
the Long Island University-Brooklyn Campus.

The instructional materials developed by participants in
the "Gateway to the City" project involve students as
critical thinkers especially as this relates to exploring

social justice issues. Lesson packages developed as part
of the program examine conditions facing immigrants in
the industrializing era, the northern terminals of the
African-American Great Migration, and the role of
unions in industrializing cities. Lessons are designed to
involve students in examining their world so they can act
on it. For example, one package looked at New York
City police violence directed toward the Black
community in 1900 and ways that people organized to
fight back. The activity involved students in Crown
Heights, Brooklyn in discussions of ways they can
address similar concerns in their communities today.

Work produced by project participants has been
published in Social Science Dockehe official
publication of the New York State Council for the Social
Studies. It has been presented at the Greater Metropolitan
Social Studies Conference, the American Educational
Research Association, the Gotham Conference on New
York City History, the New York State Historical
Conference, the Hofstra New Teachers Network Social
Studies and English Conference and the National
Association of Multicultural Education.

In this second round project, Dayton Public Schools are
collaborating with Wright State University and area
historical organizations to provide professional
development that enlarges and enhances teachers'
background in and understanding of history, improves
teacher practices and student success, and revises
American history curriculum. Addressing these goals
means building a sustained network for professional and
resource development and creating an innovative
partnership model for the enhancement of American
history teaching and learning. Ron Helms and Marjorie
McLellan serve as co-principal investigators and project
directors on all three aspects of this project.

This past year's activities included Thursday evening
history seminars, the Ohio Bicentennial Distinguished
Lecture Series with Kathryn Kish-Sklar presenting her
"Women in Social Movements in the United States"
website, a ThinkTV Seminar, a Summer Institute on The
The Great Migration, and a second institute on folk
traditions in Ohio and the United States.

Currently the project directors, the Dayton Public
Schools, and Think TV in conjunction with historians are
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working to develop a project website and curriculum
resource materials that will display lesson plans and
curriculum aligned with Ohio standards as well as other
related reports and publications.

Ron Helms has published one article and presented at
several conferences concerning his grant-related efforts.

Enduring Themes in American History: Manhattan,

During the past year, Enduring Themes in American
History, a partnership between the former Manhattan
High School Superintendencies, Columbia University,
and the New York Historical Society, provided a rich
menu of activities for all participants. Regular meetings
at the NY Historical Society and Teachers College
included lectures by Richard Bushman, Eric Foner, Ken
Jackson, and Mary Marshall Clark related to the theme
"We the People." Focused attention on primary sources,
historical concepts, and key events of the past two
hundred years related to this theme kept participants busy
from late 2002 into spring of 2003. The team from
Teachers College, Margaret Crocco, Steve Thornton, and
David Glasner, kept the sessions on track in applying
historical content to usable teaching methods.

During the summer months, two intensive institutes
attracted new participants into the program, with week-
long institutes held at the New York Historical Society
on the 18th century and another at Teachers College on
the Great Depression and New Deal. In each of these
institutes, participants traveled around the city, making
full use of the opportunities for field trips offered by
NYC institutions such as Federal Hall and the Federal
Reserve Bank. Participants in the New Deal institute
were also treated to a session with Tom Thurston,
director of the Franklin and Eleanor Roosevelt Institute's
New Deal Network. Thurston led the group through the
rich array of primary sources and teaching materials this
project has put online. The final teaching projects from
this institute will go onto a CD-ROM to be distributed to
all participants.

Enhancing History Teaching and Professional
Community in Alaskan Schools through Wep&duth

The purpose of this three-year collaborative project,
funded by the United States Department of Education,

is to improve the teaching of American History in two
Alaskan school districts (Southeast Island SD and Sitka
SD). The grant incorporates a Web CT course,
"Authentic Instruction and Assessment in History"
(through Portland State University) to provide
professional development in improved unit planning,
instructional methodology, and expanded teacher
resources and content knowledge.

In year one and two of the grant, the WebCT course was
preceded by a four day National Council of History
Education Colloguium in Alaska. Teachers from the two
sponsoring districts and other invited schools participated
in lectures, simulations, and technology demonstrations
led by historians, university teacher educators, and a K-
12 master teacher. Following the Colloquium, teachers
were invited to participate in the Web CT course.

Evaluation data include pre and post course evaluations,
online reflections of course participants through the
threaded discussion feature of Web CT, and the teaching
units developed by the course participants to use with
their Alaskan students. Evaluation of the first two years
of this USDOE Teaching American History grant
indicate participants are learning from each other as well
as from the instructor, developing deep understanding,
and integrating history content knowledge and
instructional skill into their classroom practice.

American History as Dialogué&onroe #1 Board of
Cooperative Education Servigdzirport, New York,

Over the past two years, we have established a network
of approximately seventy elementary and secondary
teachers from urban, suburban and rural school districts
who are anxious and excited to enhance their knowledge
of history and their capacity to engage their students in
historical inquiry. Thirty-two teachers attended our first
Summer Institute on Oral History as a tradition in
African-American historical scholarship. Teachers
learned how to collect and analyze their own oral
histories. Drawing from their work in oral history,
teachers collaboratively worked throughout the school
year in school, district, or intermural teams to produce a
range of curricula designed to engage students in the
collection, analysis and dissemination of oral histories.
Students in Monroe, Wayne, Orleans and Ontario
counties soon embarked on collecting oral histories
within their communities. While the national media
focused on students’ lack of historical knowledge, both
the local newspapers and television stations carried
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stories about our students’ exemplary work as
“historians.” In addition to this, two of the participants
in our first Summer Institute were nationally recognized
for their classroom work in oral history, work begun at
our Summer Institute, when the Oral History Association
selected their project to receive the biannual Martha
Ross Pre-Collegiate Teaching of Oral History Award.

During the 2002-2003 school year, we sponsored five
full-day teacher workshops including two where teachers
shared and received feedback on their curriculum
development projects. In addition to curriculum
development workshops, teachers also attended three
museum workshops. These workshops at the George
Eastman House (“Photographs as Historical Evidence™),
Susan B. Anthony House (“Failure is Impossible”) and
the Women’s Rights National Historical Park (“The
House as a Document”) were very successful in engaging
teachers in the work of historians using artifacts,
documents, and structures.

Thirty-four teachers attended our second Summer
Institute to learn more about integrating women’s history
into the mainstream. Our historians were Lynn Gordon,
Joan Rubin, and Margaret Crocco. As a result of our
Summer Institutes and school-year workshops, we have
developed and disseminated three sets of documents for
integrating women’s history into mainstream American
history. These include a special Documents, Dialogue
and Democracyearning module entitled “How Have
Women Challenged the Status Quo?” Teachers have also
prepared a number of curriculum modules which will be
available on-line early this fall. To complement and
support all of this, teachers have been linked through
email, an American History as Dialogueebsite
(http://www.courses.rochester.edu/santora/americanhisto
ry.htm), and a newsletter entitled News and Notes

We have highlighted teachers’ curriculum efforts and
supported teachers leadership development by
sponsoring teachers to present at local and state
conferences and, with the encouragement of Alan Singer,
have provided opportunities for teachers to publish their
work in the Social Science Dockat/e have also made
project presentations at the National, New York State,
and Rochester Area Councils for the Social Studies
Conferences and disseminated the results of our research
about the ways in which teachers give meaning to
professional development in historical inquiry in an
article entitled “Oral History, an Inclusive Highway to
the Past” published in February 2003 in The History
Teacher
